Gap 
at km 25 (Pavia):  at km 36:  at km 41:  Average speed after one hour of racing: 41.200 km/h. 
 
The break goes on, as the peloton keeps an eye on the nine breakers from a distance. Gap at km 50:  at km 59 (in Voghera): ; at 
km 76 (in Tortona): . The rain has stopped. Average speed after two hours: 39.500 km/h. 
 
At km 85, the situation is unchanged, and the gap between the break and the chase is ; at km 94 (200 km remaining to the finish):

Drucker tries to pull away, but he is 
reeled in shortly after. Nibali tries to race clear 7 km before the finish, and holds on with 6 km to go. As the descent begins, the gap is  
With 5 km to go, Nibali retains an  lead over the peloton; the gap is  with 4 km remaining to the finish. Greipel crashes. With 3 km to go, 
Nibali is leading by  over Trentin, followed by the peloton at short distance. At the end of the descent, Nibali holds on. With 2 km to go, the 
peloton has caught up with Trentin and is lagging 9  behind. At the red flag, Nibali is still leading by  over the peloton.

With 9 km to go, crash involving rider no. 24 LUTSENKO Alexey (AST), who sustained contusive trauma to his left shoulder, and rider 
no. 162 CAVENDISH Mark (DDD), who sustained contusive trauma to his right hip. Both were taken to the Sanremo hospital to undergo 
further examinations. Along the descent, crash involving rider no. 111 GREIPEL André (LTS), who sustained a serious contusion to his 
left shoulder, with a possible fracture of the clavicle, and multiple abrasions on both sides.
